Religious School Programs and Holidays

Below is a list of holiday celebrations designated on the Religious School Calendar.  Parents will be requested to sign up for one of these holiday programs.  Please meet with Dara Hall at least 2 weeks prior to your holiday to discuss the program plan and timing.  For all of the following programs, the parent volunteers will gather supplies (the school has many supplies and parents can purchase additional supplies as needed*) and organize the preparation, set-up and clean up.  

(*Please note: The Religious School can reimburse the cost of approved supplies.  Please include an estimate of expenses in your discussions with Dara.  Also, please save any receipts that you want to submit for reimbursement.)

Sukkot:  Parent volunteers will organize a snack to be eaten in the sukkah, as well as a student project to create sukkah decorations.  Please provide sweets, a wheat product (i.e. challah), and snack foods.  For the sukkah, we will need: pruners for cutting Evergreen branches for the top of the sukkah; and, ask families to bring in fresh herbs, pruned greenery including flowers, weeds, and branches from gardens.  Please note that there are some decorations available in the closet.  
Simchat Torah:  Parent volunteers will organize a snack and a student project.  During this Torah celebration, crafts can include making flags, making a stuffed Torah or other “Torah” crafts.  Also, traditionally we eat foods that are rolled (like the Torah scroll) e.g. stuffed cabbage, blintzes, jelly rolls, phyllo wrapped anything, etc. 
Family Education – Global Day of Jewish Learning:  The school will organize the curriculum for this day; however, we would like parent volunteers to bring snack for all students and families, help out with crafts and help with set-up/clean-up. [Volunteers for this holiday should have another adult who can be with your student(s) during the education event.]
Tu B'Shevat Seder: Parent volunteers will organize a model seder (help purchase supplies, set up and clean up).  Please obtain a copy of the food list which includes the required fruits, nuts, and juices.  Haggadahs for the seder are stored in the Religious School. 
Purim & Carnival:  During Purim students will dress up in costumes and a parent volunteer is asked to gather/create awards for a costume contest.  Please check with the youth group and sorority regarding the carnival arrangements and lunch to see if any help will be needed.  

Pesach Seder:  Parent volunteer(s) will organize a model Passover seder (help purchase supplies, set up and clean up).  We can enjoy a “chocolate” or traditional seder.  Please obtain a copy of the food list which will include the required symbolic foods.  Haggadahs for the seder are stored in the Religious School.

Lag Be’Omer/Picnic: Parent volunteer(s) will help organize a potluck and activities for our Maccabean-style games.
